He
replied that he had heard
other older brethren use it
and he thought it was
cute to tease the prospec-
tive member.....i

sence brethren, he was
following the lead of older

brethren. | asked him if
he knew what “ride the
goat” meant, if he knew
the origins of this term?
His response was no so |
elected to inform him of
its origins. He looked at
me in amazement as |
explained it to him and he
assured me he would
never use it again.

This term is a form of
ridicule of our Fraternity.
The god Pan has been
around since the birth of
mythology. Pan was a
gentle god of the shep-
herds. He possessed
long ears and horns and

the lower half of his body
was that of a goat. Early
Christians drew upon this
mythology, they modified
and changed it. The once
gentle Pan became Sa-
tan! To the common
mind, Satan, or the devil
was a he-goat. Thus the
devil came into posses-
sion of horns, a tail and
the cloven hoof.

During the early days of
speculative Masonry in
England, our Fraternity
had many enemies and
were mocked and ridi-
culed at every chance.
